ABSTRACT:
INTERNATIONAL LEGAL PRINCIPLES OF COOPERATION
IN THE FIELD OF SOCIAL SECURITY

The research deals with the issues of cooperation between states in the field of legal regulation of
social security. In the context of globalization, the emergence of new social challenges, such as the
coronavirus pandemic, international migration, the activities of transnational corporations, joint
measures are needed to ensure that all states ensure minimum standards of social security. Issues of
international legal regulation of social security are considered in relation to the Millennium
Sustainable Development Goals, as well as in relation to the standards and norms established at the UN
and ILO levels.

International social security standards are researched and reviewed within the framework of our
proposed classification. It is proposed to base the classification on social relations governed by the
corresponding numbers of law. Legal measures are proposed to improve the efficiency of legal
regulation of social security at the national level.

PRINCIPIILE JURIDICE INTERNATIONALE ALE COOPERARII iN DOMENIUL
SECURITATII SOCIALE

Cercetarea trateaza problemele cooperarii intre state in domeniul reglementarii juridice a
securitdtii sociale. In contextul globalizdrii, aparitia unor noi provocari sociale, precum pandemia de
coronavirus, migratia internationald, activitdtile corporatiilor transnationale, sunt necesare masuri
comune pentru a se asigura cd toate statele asigura standarde minime de securitate sociald.

Probleme de reglementare juridicd internationald a securitatea sociald sunt considerate in raport
cu Obiectivele de Dezvoltare Durabila ale Mileniului, precum si in raport cu standardele si normele
stabilite la nivelul ONU si OIM. Standardele internationale de securitate sociald sunt cercetate §i
revizuite in cadrul clasificarii propuse de noi.

Se propune sa se bazeze clasificarea pe relatiile sociale guvernate de numerele de drept
corespunzatoare. Sunt propuse masuri legale pentru imbundtatirea eficientei reglementarii legale a
securitatii sociale la nivel national.

International cooperation of states in the social sphere in modern socio-economic conditions is
acquiring new characteristics and forms. The conclusion of interstate agreements, the strengthening of
cooperation in various areas of activity of some entities and the severance of once close and productive
contacts between other countries certainly give rise to new realities of people’s realization of rights in
the social sphere. In the Declaration of Principles of International Law concerning Friendly Relations
and Co-operation among States in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations, adopted in 1970
by resolution 2625 of the UN General Assembly on 24 October® along with other important principles
aimed at achieving the basic purposes of the UN — maintaining international peace and security and
developing friendly relations and cooperation between states, important attention is paid to the
obligations of cooperation of states, including cooperation in the social sphere. The specification of the
principle “The obligation of states to cooperate with each other in accordance with the Charter” in the
text of the Declaration contains an indication of the presence of differences in social systems, and
confirmation that states carry out their international relations in the field of social relations in
accordance with the principles of sovereign equality and non-interference (p. .c). Indication of the
obligations of states to cooperate involves specifying the relevant agreements at the level of bilateral
and multilateral agreements, as well as joining or participating in the development of new international

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legal norms in the field of regulating relations in the social sphere. This international declaration, like
many other international documents, based on the provisions of the UN Charter, refers the social sphere
and social relations to the exclusive competence of the state and imposes obligations of non-interference
in the regulation of this sphere of social relations. Indeed, the close connection and dependence of the
social sphere and, in particular, social benefits with the economic capabilities of the state is obvious.

However, international standards in the field of social security, labor and employment are based on
generally accepted principles and norms of international law and include the basic basis for the
convergence and harmonization of national legislations. “International legal regulation of social security
is understood as the development of international standards in the field of social security, harmonization
and coordination of national legislation when citizens move from one state to another in the process of
work, when changing the country of permanent residence and such a person retains rights to pensions,
or benefits, as well as the establishment of social security guarantees in cases of loss of livelihood due to
circumstances beyond his control”.?

As we can see, freedom of movement, the realization of a person’s right to work, choice of place of
residence, as well as those negative processes in the economy of some states with which forced labor
migration is associated, predetermine the need for a comprehensive and interstate approach to resolving
issues in the social sphere.

International cooperation and partnership in the social sphere are considered as one of the elements
of the global partnership for the Sustainable Development Goals. If we consider the UN Sustainable
Development Goals and the tasks outlined for their achievement, then it is obvious that most of the
SDGs, to one degree or another, affect the social sphere, and that means the sphere of social protection
and social security. This circumstance once again confirms the need to build state policies in the social
sphere taking into account and on the basis of international principles and based on international
standards in the social sphere. The international community's commitment to intensifying efforts to
achieve universal social protection will contribute to increased efforts to achieve SDG 1 - End Poverty,
SDG 3 - Good Health and Well-Being, and SDG 10 - Reduce Inequalities.

UN states participating in an international conference organized by the International Labor Office
in Geneva in 2019 committed to “implementing nationally appropriate social protection systems and
measures for all, including minimum levels, and achieving substantial coverage of the poor and
vulnerable by 2030.”2 Problems of social protection and the importance of their consideration and
solution, taking into account international experience and practice, predetermine the need for
cooperation between states. * Therefore, it is obvious that in addition to the SDGs mentioned above,
issues of ensuring social well-being and the implementation of social rights to a certain extent depend
on responsible consumption (SDG 12), climate change (SDG 13), and maintaining peace (SDG 16).

The issues of legal regulation of relations on social security and social support are the
subject of interstate agreements and treaties. International agreements are based on
international legal norms and social security standards. At the international level, minimum
social standards are established, the maintenance of which is an obligation of the state.
International legal standards in the field of social security, being a form of expression of
generally recognized principles and norms of international law, occupy a special place in the
legal system of any state. The right to social security in international legal instruments is one of
the most important human and civil rights and is exercised in accordance with the principles
enshrined in these documents. However, questions of the structure and system of social security
cannot be the subject of such acts, since it is the sovereign rights of the country itself. The
social security system of each state is national and is established taking into account its
historical, political and economic nature. Since the state is the leading subject of social security,
it must establish minimum guarantees for the rights of citizens in the field of social security.
Issues of international cooperation in the field of social security are the subject of negotiation
prosses on different levels and for the Republic of Moldova, which is one of the states for

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which migration is an urgent problem. According to preliminary data from the National Bureau
of Statistics, at the beginning of 2022, about three million people lived in the Republic of
Moldova.l In recent years, the inhabitants of the country have been actively involved in
international migration, and according to statistics, about 1 million Moldovan citizens were
outside the country before the pandemic began.

The right to social security is seen as one of the main basic human rights. Therefore,
speaking of international cooperation, it is necessary to mention the basic international acts
beginning from Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948): Art. 22: “Everyone as a
member of society has the right to social security...” Art. 25 para.1: “Everyone has the right to
...security in the event of unemployment, sickness, disability, widowhood, old-age or other
lack of livelihood in circumstances beyond his control.” 2

International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (1966) where in Art. 9is
written the following: “The State Parties to the present Covenant recognize the right of
everyone to social security, including social insurance.” It should be noted that the 1LO, like
the International Social Security Association, are the main players in the process of
international regulation of the right to social security. ILO Constitution (1919)*, Social Security
(Minimum Standards) Convention, 1952, No. 102,°> Equality of Treatment (Social Security)
Convention, 1962, No. 118° perform the basic foundation for the negotiation and conclusion of
international agreements in the field of social security.

These international acts as a legal basis for interstate agreements have been actively applied
by the Republic of Moldova when concluding agreements on cooperation in the field of social
security. In this regard, there are two main, in my opinion, gaps in the field of social security:
the first is to provide for migrants returning to the country who do not have social insurance as
a basis for receiving a decent level of assistance. Secondly, it is the existence of really valid and
enforceable agreements in the field of social security. On the basis of these international acts,
citizens can exercise their right to social security if they were legally employed in another state.
According to ILO data  “the authorities of the Republic of Moldova have taken steps to
conclude bilateral agreements on social security with the main destination states of Moldovan
citizens working abroad. Moldova signed the first social security agreement with Bulgaria in
2008 and the second one with Portugal in 2009. In 2010, Moldova signed social security
agreements with Romania and Luxembourg, and negotiations are underway with Poland,
Austria and Belgium.” The practical significance of these agreements is quite large, first of all,
for citizens who, during their active labor activity, were outside the state and were legally
employed in the states with which agreements were concluded. At the same time, the legal
protection of migrant workers is only one of the areas of international cooperation in the field
of social protection. Such cooperation is necessary in all areas related to the realization of the
human right to social security.

There are many definitions of social security in the legal literature. Investigating the legal
aspects of social security, in our opinion, the following definition of social security may be

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successful: “The protection which society provides for its members, through a series of public
measures, against the economic and social distress that otherwise would be caused by the
stoppage or substantial reduction of earnings resulting from sickness, maternity, reduction of
earnings resulting from sickness, maternity, employment injury, unemployment, invalidity old-
age and death; the provision of medical care; and the provision of subsidies for families with
children”.! When considering social security standards, the ILO defines the concept as follows:
“Social security is a human right which responds to the universal need for protection against
certain life risks and social needs”.?

Speaking about the results of international cooperation, we mean international agreements.
These agreements are considered as sources of law and have practical importance. We can
name several reasons for the importance of international agreements in social security and
advantages for international legal framework for social security: to fix the rights and
obligations of all concerned parties to guarantee and improve a proper functioning of the
scheme - e.g., in the absence of proper administrative rules you may provide a benefit to a dead
person (if you do not check every year if that person is still alive); to guarantee and improve the
sustainability of the scheme (e.g. prudential rules, sustainable financing, minimum reserves to
safeguard the solvency and use of the funds/reserves/how they may be invested); to guarantee
equal treatment (same rules for everybody); to improve transparency and prevent willful and
un-willful abuses and corruption: to increase confidence in the State; to legalize the rights and
the possibilities to react against possible non-legal treatment to improve coordination between
schemes, e.g., avoid double benefits.?

International social security agreements establish a legal framework to coordinate social
security schemes between countries. They provide the legal context to protect for example,
migrant workers’ rights, and close gaps in social security coverage. The agreements ensure that
periods of employment in other signatory countries are taken into account in granting the right
to social benefits for migrant workers, dependant on the completion of a qualifying period.

Effective implementation of these agreements depends on concrete operational mechanisms,
in particular for data exchanges between participating countries. In order to respond to a
growing number of international agreements on social security and an increasing number of
covered migrant workers, there is a need to improve the efficiency and scalability of
implementation.

With increased international mobility in recent decades, a growing number of countries have
been developing such agreements. Nevertheless, more work is needed on the implementation of
effective mechanisms to protect the social rights of migrant workers.

But this is not the only prerequisite for international cooperation. We propose to designate a
few more: historical ties and contacts of states; globalization and related processes; population
migration; approximation of the legislation of states; membership in international
organizations; social security systems are one of the most powerful institutional expressions of
social solidarity.

The SDGs can only be achieved through strong global partnerships and collaboration. A
successful implementation of the sustainable development agenda is impossible without forging
inclusive partnerships at the global, regional and local levels, built on principles and values, a
common vision and common goals, focused on meeting the interests of people and the planet.
Many countries require official development assistance to stimulate growth and trade.

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Nonetheless, aid levels are declining and donor countries have not delivered on their pledge to
increase financing for development. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the global economy was
projected to contract sharply by 3% in 2020, experiencing the worst recession since the Great
Depression.t The International Monetary Fund estimates that there will be about 70 million
more people living in extreme poverty in 2022 than there would have been in 2021 if pre-
pandemic trends had continued, setting back progress on poverty reduction by several years.?
More than ever, close international cooperation is needed to ensure that countries have the
means to recover from a pandemic, recover more effectively and achieve the Sustainable
Development Goals.®

Framed by the international objectives of the United Nations Sustainable Development
Goals for 2030, and despite improvements in legal coverage in a great many countries, some
population groups still do not have effective access to adequate coverage. The needs of young
workers in the transition from education to the world of work is a difficult challenge.
Responses require coordination across labour market institutions, education and vocational
training bodies, as well as social security institutions. Continuous skills development and the
need for gendered responses should be considered, and to deal with the needs of formal migrant
workers, social security systems have different unilateral, bilateral and multilateral responses at
their disposal. Globally, the heightened risk of external shocks and extreme events is leading
social security systems to adjust to consider risk more broadly.

Taking into account the above information and the analysis carried out, several measures are
proposed aimed at improving international legislation on social security: highest priority should
go to policies and initiatives to extend social security to those who have none; not only is
security very important for the well-being of workers, their families and the community as a
whole, but — if properly managed — it also enhances productivity and supports economic
development; the ageing of the population affects both funded and pay-as-you-go pension
systems: solutions are to be sought above all through measures to increase employment rates;
the social partners have a strong role to play in the management of social security; conclusion
of bilateral agreements on social security issues; ensuring a real mechanism for the
implementation of international agreements in the field of social security; revision of
international instruments taking into account the Covid-19 pandemic — in terms of maintaining
the level of guarantees and benefits.

A human rights-based approach should be considered as a basis for changing legislation,
including ratification and accession to international agreements and also For national
legislation is an important issue of ratification and accession to international agreements in
order to protect the human rights; for a correct assessment of the situation in the field of social
security, reliable data on the amounts and types of payments are needed by states; financial
assistance and support to countries in the process of legal regulation of social security. Major
recent progress shows that national coverage gaps are being bridged, but important challenges
remain. To this end, the extension of coverage is an obligation for all nations, as acknowledged
in the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals for 2030, and as seen in the ILO’s
promotion of national floors of social protection.

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In the last decades of the 20th century, the world has entered a new era of widespread
military conflicts and local wars that are breaking out all over the globe. The importance of the
media in the modern world is extremely significant. Thus, speaking of the 21st century, it
should be noted that this is the century not only of armed conflicts but also of information wars.

The journalism of contemporary armed conflicts is one of the most crucial areas of
journalism. With the task of informing the public about various sides and aspects of hostilities
and including publications of an informative, analytical and journalistic nature, it often
approaches the term “armed conflict™ in different ways.

The problem of the role and place of journalists in military conflicts is of great importance
for society. Above all, it is due to the fact that society takes a keen interest in what happens at
the centre of an armed conflict, as well as the ability of the mass media to attract international
public opinion to its side. Thus, journalism is an essential tool capable of influencing the
outcome not only of individual battles but also of wars in general.

The role of military journalism and the personality of a military journalist are growing
immeasurably today, given the complex international situation. Journalists and press workers
risk their lives on a daily basis, which is why, when covering events in war zones and other
conflicts where journalists are at risk, they need to have professional safety skills and be guided
by a complex set of ethical considerations specific to war reporting.

For members of the press, 2022 proved to be a fatal year. According to the Committee to
Protect Journalists, at least 67 journalists and media workers were killed during the year, the
highest number since 2018 and a nearly 50 percent increase from 2021. This increase was
driven by the high number of deaths of journalists covering the war in Ukraine and a sharp rise
in murders in Latin America. Of the 67 murders, more than half were recorded in three
countries: Ukraine (15), Mexico (13) and Haiti (7), the highest annual rate CPJ has ever

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recorded in each of those countries. In Mexico and Haiti, journalists were victims of brutal
killings in retaliation for their work, and in the vast majority of cases, the perpetrators were not
brought to justice. Mexico continues to appear on CPJ’s Global Impunity Index, which
highlights countries where killers of journalists get away with murder?.

The conditions in which journalists covering conflicts find themselves are often the cause of
death or injury. The history of war journalism dates back to the events of the Crimean War. The
relationship between the authorities and the press during the war was ambiguous. Readers of
central newspapers had almost no reliable, even belated, information about the fighting as it
was cut off by censorship. The authors of many correspondences were officers of active units.
For the first time, representatives of the periodical press appeared in large numbers during the
Russian-Turkish war of 1877-1878. The concept of allowing correspondents into the area of
combat operations appeared.

During the Russo-Japanese War, the situation was different: censors made grave mistakes
by, for example, allowing the publication of reports in the central press about the departure for
war of certain officers. As a result, the Japanese rate, which had at its disposal openly published
lists of officers of the General Staff, could easily ascertain which units would arrive on the
battlefield soon?.

New changes appeared after the Bolsheviks came to power, who already in the summer of
1918 placed censorship, including military censorship, under the strict control of the Cheka and
forbade the publication of information about the actual course of operations until their
completion and data on anti-Bolshevik uprisings until their suppression. Foreign
correspondents were out of the question, and Soviet correspondents were not allowed beyond
division headquarters. The situation was similar during the Great Patriotic War. Of course,
Soviet and even foreign correspondents were allowed, but their reports were often far from
reality.

Generally, a specific feature of war journalism was the fact that coverage of war events with
direct on-site coverage was usually done by active-duty military journalists. The mass
participation of civilian journalists, representing a huge variety of media outlets, in covering the
events of military conflicts is a key feature of the second half of the 20th century.

The problem of journalist safety in armed conflict is being addressed by specialists in
various countries around the world. Many Western companies — CNN, NBC, and BBC — are
taking journalism school. These companies now do not let their journalists go to “hot spots”
without completing a “special course”™,

There are two factors for surviving and continuing journalistic activity in an extreme
situation in a military conflict zone: the ability to behave correctly in such a situation and direct
preparation (possession of emergency medical care skills, availability of a first aid kit, etc.).
Legal aspects are also significant for a journalist. Although individual reporters do not resolve
the main tasks, the heads of the media and relevant government agencies do. At one time,
leading international broadcasters and news agencies united around the issue of ensuring the
safety of journalists covering “dangerous topics.” The Associated Press, British Broadcasting
Corporation, CNN, ITN Network, and Reuters have jointly adopted rules requiring special self-
defence and safety training for staff and non-staff in armed conflict. These rules offer
compulsory training and provide for compulsory insurance and the provision of “protective
equipment” to journalists. The rules call on news agencies to combine their efforts when
covering dangerous regions, as well as to organise voluntary consultations with psychologists
for journalists returning from assignments. When covering an armed conflict, it is ideal for the

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media to reflect the positions of both sides of the conflict. The same principle should apply to
information. There are many vivid examples of non-compliance with this principle.
International humanitarian law, which was created to regulate and “humanize” wars and
conflicts, is currently advisory rather than mandatory. Nevertheless, it seems logical to us to
study international humanitarian law at journalism faculties. This is necessary in order to grasp
the hidden dynamics of the conflict while objectively covering interethnic and interstate
contradictions. In other words, a journalist must understand the rules and laws of war.

If a journalist has legal knowledge in this area, it is easier for them to control and cover such
processes. Consequently, a situation arises when the parties to a conflict are forced to comply
with the standards of international humanitarian law under pressure from the press. This was
the case in Vietnam, this was the case in Afghanistan, and this was also the case during the
military events in South Ossetia, Ukraine, and Israel. That is why, when we talk about
international or national security, the media are one of the defining subjects of such
discussions®.

The last trend is the so-called “mediatisation” of interstate conflicts, i.e., the intensive
influence of the mass media on the development of ethnic, religious, and socio-political
contradictions. However, of course, such influence can be both positive and negative.
Therefore, when we talk about the “humanization” of interstate conflicts, the term ,,mediation”
IS more appropriate. It is the situation when the media, international public organisations, and
international political institutions mediate in interstate and interethnic disputes that can be
identified with the implementation of the norms of international humanitarian law, in other
words, the “humanization” of disagreements and disputes. Such a process can develop along
three lines: The media as a mechanism of peace-making; the media as mediators; the media as a
subject of conflict, objectively reporting on the development and causes of contradictions.

However, regardless of the role played by the media, they are undoubtedly one of the
determining factors in the structure of both international and national security.

It would be appropriate, from our point of view, to introduce the term “civil security” in
order to distinguish between the spheres of state security and the security of an individual
citizen. In this case, international humanitarian law, being a guarantor of the protection of
civilians in conflict, can simultaneously be an institution of civil security.

Journalists, whose professional duty is to be present where armed confrontation is taking
place and to participate directly in reporting on these events, are considered by the norms of
international humanitarian law as civilians and persons who find themselves in the territory of
armed conflict. The norms of international humanitarian law state that civilians may lose the
right to protection if they join armed groups, if they take up arms, or even if they are in the
vicinity of various military installations, since in that case no one can guarantee their lives since
military installations will be the first to be attacked?.

There are several types of protection granted by the IHL to journalists. Article 79 of
Additional Protocol No. 1 regulates the protection afforded to journalists. Attention should be
paid to the first and second paragraphs of this article, which refer to the protection afforded to
journalists as civilians. After the Second World War, the UN, for its part, proposed to establish
certain provisions for the protection of journalists. In particular, the UN proposed to make
special identification marks for journalists, to introduce certain records of journalists, to create
a database, and to create an international organisation that could regulate the deployment of
journalists to various “hot spots™.

However, journalists themselves and international journalistic organisations opposed the UN
initiatives. One of the reasons why journalists were against such protection was the fear that
such protection would be a certain instrument of pressure on journalists and would hinder their

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professional activities in the zone of armed conflicts. A large number of examples at the
international level confirm that attempts have been made to prevent journalists from covering
certain issues related to armed conflict. For the leaders of the armed groups involved in the
conflict, the main goal is to prevent journalists from entering places where combat operations
are taking place. Journalists can see what the military would not want to show to the world
community, namely the indiscriminate nature of the conduct of military operations, violation of
IHL norms, destruction of civilians, and many other actions for which, in principle, legal
responsibility should be borne. That is why every politician and every military commander who
is involved in an armed conflict makes it their task to prevent journalists from going there.

International standards, as well as jurisprudence, show that governments have a negative
obligation not to interfere with the transmission of information to the media or those who wish
to speak out, as any restriction should limit freedom of expression as little as possible.

The International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR) enshrines cooperation in
the establishment of fundamental human rights and freedoms, builds on the provisions
contained in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, and has been ratified by 166 states
worldwide. Article 19 of the ICCPR protects the right of everyone to seek, receive, and impart
information of all kinds. This article introduces new elements, in greater detail than the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights, setting out the limits of freedom, which were created
because some states began to accuse others of not allowing their citizens to freely receive and
impart information. Consequently, states are obliged to respect and ensure the right of access to
information for everyone within their jurisdiction, without distinction of any kind, and to take
all necessary measures, legislative or otherwise, to realise human rights within their national
systems?.

In addition, Article 19 of the ICCPR, while preserving the general right of everyone to hold
opinions without interference and to seek, receive, and impart information and ideas of all
kinds in any form, has been supplemented by the provision that the exercise of these rights
carries with it special duties and responsibilities. This responsibility means that the use of the
right to freedom of information may be restricted.

The ICCPR sets out a three-part test for determining the legality of restrictions on freedom
of expression: any restriction must be provided for by law, as vague or broadly defined
restrictions do not fulfil this requirement; it must serve one of the legitimate aims expressly
enumerated by the ICCPR; it must be necessary in a democratic society. Article 20(1) of the
ICCPR requires States Parties to prohibit by their laws any form of propaganda for war, as well
as incitement to national, racial, or religious hatred, if it constitutes incitement to
discrimination, hostility, or violence against persons?.

Under the influence of international journalists’ organisations, provisions for special
protection for journalists were not adopted. Journalists also felt that the special identification
signs proposed by the UN would, on the contrary, attract the attention of snipers.

The only thing that today really provides protection for journalists in the zone of armed
conflict is the norms of international humanitarian law, which say that a journalist is protected
like any civilian. Thus, a journalist is subject to those norms of international law that would
apply to every civilian. That is, if a journalist is captured, he must necessarily be provided with
protection, judicial guarantees, that at the first opportunity he must be extradited to the state to
which he belongs, and many other provisions.

Journalists sometimes forget another provision of international humanitarian law, which
states that a journalist loses the right to protection as a civilian if he or she becomes a
combatant, i.e., takes part in armed hostilities, or is near military installations. Sometimes
military commanders offer assistance to journalists. In such a case, the other side will not care

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whether the journalist is a journalist or a soldier. The journalist will be eliminated along with
the other combatants. The same can be attributed to the desire of journalists to use military
uniforms and camouflage, as mentioned above. From the point of view of international law,
this gives an extra reason to mistake a journalist for an ordinary serviceman, with all the
consequences that this fact entails.

In any case, a journalist is not allowed to take up arms. International humanitarian law in
such a situation qualifies him no longer as a journalist but as a soldier, who in this case is not
engaged in his direct duty but becomes a member of an armed formation.

The next issue, which is also highly relevant today, is the freedom of movement of a
journalist in a zone of armed conflict. This also introduces certain difficulties in the functioning
of a journalist in a conflict zone and in the application of the provisions of international
humanitarian law on the protection of journalists as civilians. Many armed groups, for example,
require journalists to undergo an accreditation procedure, i.e., to be accredited to one or another
headquarters, political group, or army, in order to control the journalist. Lastly, there is the
problem of accusing journalists of espionage.

Article 79, “Measures for the Protection of Journalists”, states: “A journalist on dangerous
assignment in an area of armed conflict shall, as a civilian, enjoy the full protection afforded by
international humanitarian law to civilians™*. There is the so-called “Certificate of Journalist on
a Dangerous Professional Mission”. This certificate is considered to be a universally recognised
international document and allows for the identification of a journalist in a zone of armed
conflict. International humanitarian organisations recommend that journalists obtain this card
before travelling to an armed conflict zone. It can be obtained from various journalists’
organisations or international humanitarian organisations to make it easier to understand that
the journalist is a journalist and not a spy or intelligence agent?.

An important issue that needs to be addressed in connection with international humanitarian
law is the question of the use of modern technology for the collection and transmission of
information. There is hardly any doubt that we have long been living in the era of information
and psychological warfare. There are plenty of examples when a message resulted in huge
casualties or created an atmosphere of panic. The same can be achieved with more
sophisticated means of gathering and transmitting information, which can have a higher impact
than, say, the direct use of conventional weapons. This problem may lead to the Geneva
Conventions and the Hague Conventions being soon revised and supplemented by special
provisions regulating, specifically, the use of information and psychological means of warfare.

At its core, the independence of justice
refers to the separation of the judiciary from external pressures, be they political, economic, or societal.
In a society governed by an independent judicial system, judges are free from interference, allowing
them to make decisions based solely on the law and the merits of each case. This autonomy not only
safeguards the rights and liberties of individuals but also fosters public trust in the legal process.
Throughout history, the struggle for judicial independence has been a continuous endeavor, shaped by
legal reforms, constitutional provisions, and international agreements. Yet, challenges persist, and the
pursuit of a fully independent judiciary remains a vital objective for societies worldwide. The
controversial case of Oleksandr Volkov v. Ukraine, revealed a central problem of the entire human
rights protection system — the independence of the judiciary, and later served as a reason for a
considerable change, reforming the justice system in the country, as well as an example for others.

Acest principiu se referd, atat la
independenta individuald, cit si la independenta institutionald necesard pentru luarea
deciziilor.! Principiile internationale privind independenta si responsabilitatea judecitorilor,
avocatilor si procurorilor prevad faptul cd judecétorii ar trebui sa fie liberi de orice influenta
sau control din partea altor actori, fie ci sunt guvernamentali sau privati.

Una dintre cerintele fundamentale ale independentei judiciare este ca judecatorii de la toate
nivelurile sa fie functionari ai sistemului judiciar si sd nu fie subordonati sau responsabili fata
de alte ramuri ale guvernului, in special executiv.® Principiile de bazi privind independenta
sistemului judiciar, adoptate de cel de-al saptelea Congres al Natiunilor Unite pentru prevenirea
criminalitatii si tratarea infractorilor, subliniaza ca judecatorii ar trebui sa fie selectati pe baza
integrititii, competentei lor profesionale si a altor calititi relevante.*

Principiile independentei si impartialitatii sunt strans legate intre ele si pot necesita o
examinare comund de catre instantele judecatoresti. Constitutia Statelor Unite garanteaza
independenta judiciara asigurand ci judecitorii sunt liberi de influenta externi in deciziile lor.°

Cu toat acestea, existd mai multe amenintari la adresa independentei judiciare, dintre care
unele includ®:

Ingerinta politica: aceasta apare atunci cand ramura executiva sau legislativa a Guvernului
incearca sa influenteze procesul decizional al sistemului judiciar.

Atacurile media: rapoartele media false sau inselatoare pot fi folosite pentru a discredita
judecitorii si a submina increderea publicului in sistemul judiciar.’

Atacuri pe retelele de socializare: judecatorii pot fi supusi unor atacuri personale pe
platformele de retele sociale, care pot duce la hartuire si intimidare.

Alegeri de rechemare: judecatorii pot fi revocati din functie prin alegeri revocate declansate
de hotirari nepopulare.®

Comisii de etica prea zeloase: Comisiile de etica pot fi folosite pentru a hartui judecatorii si
a le limita independenta.

Condamnarea obligatorie: legile privind condamnarea obligatorie pot limita puterea de
apreciere a judecatorului in condamnare, subminandu-le astfel independenta.

Critica publica a deciziilor judiciare: Critica publicd a deciziilor judiciare poate submina
increderea publicului in sistemul judiciar si poate duce la presiuni asupra judecdtorilor pentru a
se conforma cu opinia populara.®

Incercarile legislative de a reduce puterea judiciard: incercirile legislative de a limita
puterea sau independenta sistemului judiciar pot ameninta independenta judiciara.

Libertatea de exprimare si de asociere: Judecatorii sunt liberi sa formeze si sd se alature
asociatiilor de judecatori sau altor organizatii pentru a le reprezenta interesele, pentru a le
promova formarea profesionald si pentru a-si proteja independenta judiciara.

Calificari, selectie si pregatire: Persoanele selectate pentru functii judiciare trebuie sa fie
persoane integre si abilititi, cu pregitire sau calificiri adecvate in drept.®

Conditii de serviciu si mandat: Conditiile de serviciu ale judecatorilor trebuie sa fie
asigurate in mod adecvat prin lege pentru a le asigura independenta.*

Secretul profesional si imunitate: Judecatorii se bucurd de imunitate personald la procesele
civile pentru daune banesti pentru actiuni sau omisiuni necuvenite in exercitarea functiilor lor.

Disciplina, suspendarea si demiterea: Procedurile disciplinare impotriva judecatorilor se
desfisoari in conformitate cu standardele stabilite de conduiti judiciara.®

Oleksandr Volkov, un fost judecdtor din Ucraina, a fost demis din functie in 2010 de catre
Parlamentul ucrainean pentru ,,incdlcarea jurdmantului”. Volkov a sustinut ca procedurile in
fata Inaltului Consiliu al Justitiei (ICJ) l-au lezat de principiul impartialititii si cel al
independentei si ci a fost o victimd a coruptiei politice. In 2020, Reteaua Europeani de
Implementare a analizat cazul lui Volkov si a constatat ci ICJ nu a fost impartiala si
independenta in procesul judiciar examinat impotriva lui. Cazul Oleksandr Volkov impotriva
Ucrainei este consideratd unul dintre cele mai importante hotarari impotriva Ucrainei, deoarece
atinge problema centrald a intregului sistem de protectie a drepturilor omului - independenta
justitiei.®

Cazul Oleksandr Volkov c. Ucrainei a fost adus in fata Curtii Europene a Drepturilor Omului
(CtEDO) in 2013.” Curtea a constatat ¢ au existat mai multe incilciri ale articolului 6 § 1 si
ale articolului 8 din Conventie, din cauza demiterii reclamantului din postul sdu de judecator al
Curtii Supreme.®

Instanta a considerat cd procedurile care au condus la demiterea domnului Volkov nu au
indeplinit cerintele unui ,,tribunal independent si impartial”. Procedura in fata Inaltului Consiliu
al Justitiei, care a initiat anchetele au condus la demiterea sa, au fost declarate inechitabile,

demiterea sa a fost ilegal. Camera Curtii Superioare Administrative, care a examinat cauza nu a
respectat principiul ,,tribunalului stabilit de lege”.?

Independenta sistemului judiciar — care implica si independenta fiecarui judecator in parte —
ar trebui protejata atat in drept, cat si in practica. Comisarul pentru Drepturile Omului al
Consiliului Europei, Thomas Hammarberg, a remarcat cu ingrijorare ca, in perceptia publicului
din Ucraina, judecatorii nu sunt protejati din presiuni externe, inclusiv de natura politica. Sunt
necesare actiuni decisive pe mai multe fronturi pentru a elimina factorii care i fac pe judecatori
vulnerabili si le sldbesc independenta. Autoritatile ar trebui sd analizeze cu atentie orice acuzatii
de influentd politica necorespunzitoare sau de altd naturd sau de amestec in activitatea
institutiilor judiciare si si asigure cii de atac eficiente.’

Volkov si-a formulat pretentiile in temeiul articolului 6 § 1 din Conventia EDO: precum
cazul sau nu a fost examinat de un ,,tribunal independent si impartial”’; procedurile 1n fata Curtii
Supreme au fost inechitabile, in sensul ca nu au fost desfagurate in conformitate cu procedura
prevazuta de capitolul 4 din Legea CS din 1998, oferind un set de garantii procedurale
importante, inclusiv termene de prescriptie pentru sanctiuni disciplinare; Parlamentul a adoptat
decizia de demitere a acestuia la o sedintd plenard prin abuzarea sistemului de vot electronic;
cauza sa nu a fost judecata de un ,tribunal stabilit de lege”; deciziile In cazul sau au fost luate
fara o evaluare adecvatd a probelor si argumentele importante invocate de aparare nu au fost
abordate in mod corespunzator; lipsa unei competente suficiente din partea autoritatilor de a
revizui actele adoptate de ICJ a fost contrari dreptului acestuia la o instanti de judecati;
principiul egalititii armelor nu a fost respectat.*

Curtea a retinut ca prezenta cauza dezvaluie probleme grave si sistemice 1n ceea ce priveste
functionarea justitiei ucrainene. In special, incalcarile constatate in cauza sugereaza ca sistemul
de disciplina judiciard din Ucraina nu a fost organizat intr-un mod corespunzator, Intrucat nu
asigurd o separare suficientd a sistemului judiciar de alte ramuri ale puterii de stat. in plus, nu
ofera garantii adecvate impotriva abuzului de masuri disciplinare in detrimentul independentei
judiciare, aceasta din urma fiind una dintre cele mai importante valori care sustin functionarea
eficientd a democratiilor.®

Independenta justitiei este un principiu fundamental al statului de drept. Este consacrata in
dreptul international al drepturilor omului si este esentiala pentru protectia drepturilor omului in
orice stat al lumii.°

In concluzie, as vrea si zic cd, independenta justitiei este un pilon indispensabil oricarei
societdti democratice infloritoare. Acesta serveste ca o garantie cruciald Tmpotriva exercitarii
arbitrare a puterii si asigurd mentinerea statului de drept, fara partinire sau favoritism. Un
sistem judiciar care functioneazd independent inspird Incredere publicului, intareste astfel
legitimitatea deciziilor si ofera un sentiment de incredere in sistemul judiciar.

Mentinand o separare clard de influentele externe, cum ar fi presiunea politicd sau interesele
economice, judecatorii isi pot respecta datoria de a interpreta si aplica legea cu impartialitate si
corectitudine. Aceasta, la randul sau, protejeaza drepturile si libertdtile indivizilor si permite
solutionarea disputelor intr-o maniera justa si echitabila.

Independenta justitiei nu este o realizare staticd, ci o aspiratie continud care necesitd
vigilenta si sprijin constant din partea tuturor partilor interesate. Guvernele, profesionistii din
domeniul juridic, societatea civila si publicul trebuie sa lucreze impreuna pentru a sustine si
intari autonomia sistemului judiciar, asigurandu-se cd aceasta ramane o piatra de temelie a
democratiei si a drepturilor omului.

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Introducere

e dezvoltarea si implementarea programelor de combatere a terorismului; cooperarea
internationala in lupta Tmpotriva terorismului si criminalitdtii transnationale, precum si
controlul asupra exportului / importului de marfuri, controlul armelor de distrugere in masa;

e implementarea masurilor de combatere a migratiei ilegale; implementarea masurilor
pentru utilizarea si reproducerea eficientd si rationald a resurselor naturale; promovarea
dezvoltarii si implementdrii tehnologiilor de productie sigurd; asigurarea securitatii
informatiilor.

La randul lor, rezultatele securitatii nationale sunt evaluate printr-un anumit set de indicatori
st de criterii, inclusiv controlul nivelului somajului; inflatia preturilor de consum; suma datoriei
publice 1n raport cu produsul intern brut; disponibilitatea si utilizarea eficienta a resurselor in
sectoarele sandtatii, culturii, educatiei si stiintei; rata inflatiei; nivelul de echipament si o
varietate de echipamente militare, care ofera aparare; resursele umane; amploarea economiei
tenebre etc.

Migratia si securitatea nationala in Republica Moldova

Avand o agezare specificd, Republica Moldova apartine unui spatiu dominat de riscuri
politico-militare deosebite si este evitata din acest motiv de investitorii internationali. Situarea
la o dubla periferie, intre doud centre de putere — Uniunea Europeana si Rusia —, mareste gradul
de risc a situatiei statului nostru. Insi, in pofida acestor circumstante, harta relatiilor externe
actuale ale Republicii Moldova denota o deschidere tot mai mare spre occident.

Evidentierea relatiei dintre notiunea de cooperare si cea de integrare regionald ajunge la
ideea cd procesul cooperarii internationale este evidentiat de amplificarea si diversificarea
relatiilor comerciale si de realizarea unor obiective comune la nivelul organismelor economice
de tip regional. Unul dintre rezultatele posibile ale cooperarii este integrarea regionala, care

de organizare!. Cooperarea, dimensiunea minimala care subliniazi atasarea generald a statelor
fata de suveranitatea lor, tinde s apropie si sd uneasca.

Izolarea si neutralitatea politicd pe arena internationald nu constituie o optiune strategic
adecvatd secolului al XXI-lea. Consolidarea capacitdtii statale a Republicii Moldova trebuie
efectuata paralel cu cooperarea internationald interstatala si interregionala.

Analizand politica de securitate a Republicii Moldova, este necesar a sublinia faptul ca
aceasta a adoptat, in 1995, Conceptia securititii nationale?, insi prevederile acesteia au fost
partial modificate. in 2005, a fost propus un nou proiect al Conceptiei securitatii nationale®,
care s-a dovedit a fi asemenea unei declaratii politice, deoarece nu avea un caracter legal
obligatoriu. In ceea ce priveste continutul, documentul a urmat calea Conceptiei din 1995%.

In primavara anului 2008, a fost modificat proiectul Conceptiei securitatii nationale propus
in 2005 si adoptata Conceptia securitafii nationale. Noua Lege pentru aprobarea Conceptiei
securitatii nationale a Republicii Moldova (112-XVI 22.05.2008) a stabilit obiectivele ce
urmeaza a fi atinse in vederea asigurarii securitatii nationale, liniile directoare de baza ale
politicii de securitate a Republicii Moldova, valorile generale, principiile, riscurile si
vulnerabilititile in acest domeniu®. Sunt reflectate, de asemenea, caracterul complex si
interdependent al securitdtii cu principalele amenintari la adresa securitdtii nationale a
Republicii Moldova ce urmeaza a fi luate in calcul in vederea asigurarii securitatii ei.

O atentie deosebitd se atrage asupra cooperarii internationale a Republicii Moldova, in
calitate de instrument de asigurare a securitatii nationale. Din aceastd perspectiva, este stabilita
interconexiunea organicd dintre politica internd si cea externa a statului. Pe langa referintele la
procesul de integrare in Uniunea Europeana si la cooperarea pe plan regional, acest capitol se
referd explicit si la relatiile Republicii Moldova cu statele vecine. Dacd se considera ca
procesul de integrare europeand §i obtinerea calitdfii de membru al Uniunii Europene va
influenta pozitiv, va consolida securitatea Republicii Moldova si va asigura instaurarea
stabilitatii si prosperitatii in tara, atunci apare problematica cooperarea in acelasi timp cu
Comunitatea Statelor Independente.

In Legea pentru aprobarea Conceptiei securititii nationale a Republicii Moldova, este
mentionatd si problema sistemului menit sd asigure starea de securitate nationala a Republicii
Moldova, cu specificarea procesului de reformare a acestui sistem.

Un alt important unghi de abordare a securitatii geopolitice a Republicii Moldova este cel
luat in contextul teoriei dezvoltarii durabile a unui stat. Proiectul Strategiei ,,Moldova 2176 este
primul document complex in care se face incercarea de a argumenta iminenta implicarii tarii
noastre in procesul global de tranzitie a omenirii la principiile dezvoltarii durabile, expuse la
nivel mondial in Planul de Actiune pentru mileniul III, cunoscut sub numele de ,,Agenda 21
(Rio de Janeiro, 1992)’.

Conceptul dezvoltarii durabile este un concept unanim acceptat. Conferinta Natiunilor Unite
pentru Mediu si Dezvoltare, din 1992, de la Rio de Janeiro, a devenit un eveniment marcant

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prin abordarea noud a problemelor dezvoltarii omenirii, care trebuie sd mentind un echilibru
constant intre componentele capitalului natural, pe de o parte, si sistemele socio-economice, pe
de alta parte, asigurand in procesul globalizarii tranzitia la un alt model — dezvoltarea pe termen
lung.

Interesul nostru esential in acest demers este relatia dintre identitatea statald si agenda de
securitate a unei natiuni ca actor geopolitic. Dimensiunea securitatii statale porneste in primul
rand de la planul intern (analizat mai sus) si apoi de la provocarile modelarii unei ordondri a
vecinatatilor si de la o proiectie apropiatd a temelor majore ce privesc securitatea zonala.

Republica Moldova este la periferia proiectelor globale geopolitice. Componenta ,,de
securitate” este esentiald in aceste proiecte si analiza noastra pleaca de la schitarea principalelor
riscuri de securitate ale Republicii Moldova in raport cu evolutiile vecinatatilor sale.

Trebuie mentionat pericolul major pe care il reprezinta pentru securitatea regionalad si
internationala transparenta frontierei de est a Republicii Moldova, pe intreg perimetrul
Transnistriei. Lipsa controlului asupra acestui teritoriu in cadrul céaruia este stocat, se produce si
se vinde armament, constituie un risc enorm la adresa stabilitatii si securitatii in intreaga
regiune. De asemenea, mobilitatea frontierelor si faptul ca unele parti ale acestui teritoriu sunt
disputate de statele vecine sporeste si mai mult instabilitatea si ameninta procesul de
democratizare. In al doilea rdnd, lipsa vointei politice interne in securizarea frontierelor,
decriminalizarea economica, debirocratizarea aparatului de stat, combaterea coruptiei,
protectionismului si a spalarii masive de bani, ca si a traficului de persoane, organe, droguri,
armament, tigari si petrol, prin intermediul contrabandei protejate de inalti functionari de stat,
reprezinta un pericol major asupra securitatii interne a statului si a functionalitatii institutiilor
sale.

in contextul crimei organizate, Republica Moldova este o tard de tranzit, in sensul ci este
locul In care oamenii, banii si bunurile trec granitele. Criminalitatea organizatd in Republica
Moldova se caracterizeaza prin contrabanda cu persoane, droguri, arme si vehicule furate,
servicii bancare subterane si evaziunea de taxe si accize. Comertul ilegal transfrontalier, cum ar
fi comertul cu cannabis si marfuri contrafacute, este principala sursd de profit financiar
efectuatd prin zona de frontierd necontrolatd a Transnistriei. Lupta impotriva criminalitdtii
organizate intr-un context national se bazeaza pe o abordare integratd, in care guvernul,
administratia publicd, politia, autoritatile fiscale si alti parteneri folosesc instrumente de
incriminare, de drept administrativ, fiscal si privat in eforturile comune de combatere a
criminalititii care submineazi societatea’. Aceastd abordare integrati include schimbul intens
de informatii si cooperarea cu partenerii publici si privati.

Atat politica europeand de vecindtate, cat si cadrul Parteneriatului estic includ o gama larga
de domenii de cooperare, inclusiv in probleme de securitate, precum si prin proiectele
dezvoltate. Caracteristica particulara a acestor cadre este, insa, divizarea strictd intre securitate
si obiectivele orientate spre dezvoltare. Problemele migratiei, de exemplu, sunt reprezentate
printr-un obiectiv in mare masura orientat catre securitate. Aceasta diviziune poate fi observata
in Planul de actiune U.E. — Moldova din cadrul Politicii Europene de Vecinatate (P.E.V.).
Problemele de migratie abordate n planurile de actiune sunt dominate de masuri restrictive,
care implicd un control mai strict al migratiei ilegale si punerea accentului pe acordurile de
readmisie®. Intre timp, problemele de dezvoltare din planul de actiune sunt abordate intr-o
sectiune separatd, intitulata ,,Reforma economica si sociald”, si definite pentru cazul in care
conceptul de ,,dezvoltare” dobandeste valente noi intr-un context social mai larg si nu se

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limiteaza la un scop pur economic. Astfel, nu se poate urmari nicio incercare de a stabili o
legatura intre migratie si dezvoltare, ceea ce ar echilibra cadrul de securitate care domina
problemele migratiei. O logica similara caracterizeaza si cadrul Parteneriatului estic. Impartirea
intre proiectele de migratie si cele de dezvoltare se observa din sectiunile separate ale
parteneriatului, intitulate ,,Mobilitate si securitate” si ,,Sprijinirea dezvoltarii economice si
sociale”. Destul de curios, cuvantul ,,mobilitate” a ajuns si inlocuiasci termenul de ,,migratie”.
Parteneriatului estic. Pentru atingerea acestui obiectiv, Comunicarea privind Parteneriatul estic
a introdus ideea pactelor ,,Mobilitate si securitate”, care ar include ,,atat aspectul mobilitatii, cat
si conditiile necesare pentru a asigura un mediu sigur”.2

In acelasi timp, parteneriatul a identificat liberalizarea vizelor si calatoriile fira viza drept
obiective pe termen lung: ,,Politica de viza ar urma o abordare pe etape, care sa conduca la
liberalizarea vizelor in conditii specifice si cu masuri de insotire, inclusiv asistentd financiara
pentru partenerii nostri. Odata facilitate vizele, Acordurile de readmisie sunt implementate in
mod eficient si dialogurile deschise cu privire la calatoriile fard vizad cu toti partenerii
cooperanti”®

Cu toate acestea, procesul de dezvoltare a migratiei nu a aparut in cadrul Parteneriatului
estic, ci a devenit o noutate specifica a mobilitatii prin intermediul Parteneriatelor. Moldova a
fost primul partener, dintre vecinii estici ai U.E., care a incheiat un parteneriat de mobilitate cu
U.E. Initial, Republica Moldova a expus clar asteptdrile sale si principalele aspecte pe care le
dorea reflectate in parteneriat, care includeau procesul de dezvoltare a migratiei si migratia de
intoarcere. Republica Moldova nu a fost un partener dificil pentru U.E., deoarece semnase un
acord de readmisie cu U.E., astfel incat partile au ajuns la un consens privind includerea unor
clauze legate de controlul migratiei ilegale in parteneriatul pentru mobilitate. Cu toate acestea,
produsul final al negocierilor a parut mai putin echilibrat decat se astepta initial Republica
Moldova si a reflectat Tn mod clar o dominantd a cadrului de securitate. Aceastad pozitie a fost
recunoscutd si de Comisia Europeand, cu ocazia evaludrii parteneriatelor de mobilitate din
2009. Aceasta a recunoscut lipsa unor proiecte orientate mai pronuntat spre dezvoltare si
necesitatea unor imbunatatiri suplimentare in acest sens: ,accentul parteneriatelor pentru
mobilitate ar trebui sd depaseasca problemele referitoare la migratia ilegald. Asa cum a aratat
experienta, parteneriatele riscd sd fie o combinatie de activitdti noi cu unele deja planificate si
ar trebui depuse eforturi suplimentare pentru ca pachetul oferit unui partener sa fie o ofertd
eficienti si coordonati, care si aduca un plus de valoare cooperirii existente”.*

Consiliul, in concluziile sale cu privire la parteneriatele pentru mobilitate, a comentat
evaluarea Comisiei, subliniind cd aceasta din urma ar trebui sd evite sd facd promisiuni
nerealiste statelor partenere si s le ridice nivelul de asteptdri cu privire la parteneriatele pentru
mobilitate: ,,Consiliul invitd Comisia si statele membre interesate sa intreprinda eforturi
suplimentare de diseminare, in mod practic, informatii despre posibilitatea instrumentului de
parteneriat pentru mobilitate, pentru a se asigura ca tarile partenere potentiale sunt bine
informate despre natura si scopul acestor parteneriate, respectand pe deplin dispozitiile
tratatului, evitind totodatd ridicarea nivelului de asteptiri nerealiste™®. Astfel, se simte o
tensiune vizibila in cadrul institutiilor europene cu privire la ce aspecte ar trebui sa domine
parteneriatele de mobilitate. In ciuda incercarilor Comisiei de a extinde domeniul de aplicare al
raportului pentru migratie in cadrul parteneriatelor pentru mobilitate, cadrul de securitate

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promovat de Consiliu inca prevaleaza. Cu toate acestea, parteneriatele de mobilitate, fiind
instrumente politice destul de flexibile, au un potential considerabil de a disemina si de a
incorpora noi proiecte si sugestii de catre statele membre partenere, transformandu-se astfel in
instrumente mai echilibrate. Succesul in atingerea acestui echilibru depinde in mare masura de
modificarile orientdrii puterii in procesul de luare a deciziilor.

Concluzii

Este necesar de mentionat ca Republica Moldova a constituit de-a lungul timpului o sursa de
resurse umane calificate pentru statele occidentale.

Efectele migratiei in Republica Moldova s-au resimtit in deficitul de capital uman.

Din acest punct de vedere, pe agenda de securitate nationald trebuie inclusd problema
securitatii fenomenului migratiei, in contextul in care Republica Moldova trebuie sa-si asume
rolul de partener strategic Tn asigurarea stabilitatii si securitdtii regionale.

In acest sens, racordarea agendei de securitate nationald din noile perspective conceptuale
privind migratia este o oportunitate strategica de politica externd dar si un imperativ de politica
social-economica interna.

The problems of civil procedure, both in the Republic of Moldova and in foreign countries at
different stages of its development, were considered quite extensive, scientists focused their attention
on almost every existing issue. One of the main issues is related to the operation of the adversarial
principle in civil proceedings. The recent discussion about the role of the court in the process of
collecting evidence in a case is relevant, since ambiguous and sometimes diametrically opposed
points of view on this issue (especially if this divergence of views concerns different judicial
authorities) leads to significant costs in the administration of justice. The relevance of the work also
lies in the fact that the principle of adversarialism — one of the fundamental principles of civil
procedural law - creates favorable conditions for clarifying all the circumstances that are significant
for the case and for the court to make a legal and informed decision. By virtue of the adversarial
principle, the parties and other persons involved in the case, if they wish to achieve the most favorable
decision for themselves or the persons in defense of whose rights the claim is brought, are obliged to
inform the court of the legal facts that are significant for the case, indicate or present to the court
evidence confirming or refuting these facts, as well as perform other procedural actions provided for
by law aimed at convincing the court of their correctness.

This principle is closely related to the principle of legality and dispositivity. The condition for the
implementation of the principle of competition is the procedural equality of the parties, since the
parties can compete in defending their subjective rights and interests only in the same legal conditions
using equal procedural means.

The principle of adversarial and equal rights of the parties is one of the most important areas of
judicial reform and, due to the above, being new and little-studied, it needs improvement - deep,
systematized, and not fragmentary.

Analysis of the organization and functioning of civil proceedings on the basis of adversarialism
and equality of parties in the modern Republic of Moldova is of great importance for resolving the
issue of directions for the development of this principle in all stages of the civil process.

The adversarial principle creates favorable conditions for clarifying all the circumstances that are
significant for the case and for the court to make a reasoned decision.*

The principle of competition is one of the guarantees of justice, which at the same time serves as a
tool for protecting the individual.

Being a very capacious principle of legal proceedings, adversarialism is at the same time a way of
researching and evaluating evidence, a way for participants in the process to defend their own or
represented interests, and a way to implement three independent procedural functions: prosecution,
defense, and resolution of the case.

Adversarialism is only a tool of judicial knowledge that provides far from unambiguous results. It
all depends on whose hands the instrument is in, i.e. from judges, their will, initiative, activity.?

Due to the adversarial principle, the parties and other persons involved in the case, if they wish to
achieve for themselves or the persons in defense of whose rights the claim is brought, the most
favorable decision, are obliged to inform the court of the legal facts that are significant for the case,
indicate or present to the court evidence confirming or refuting these facts, as well as perform other
procedural actions provided for by law aimed at convincing the court of their correctness.®

The procedural position of the parties is characterized by providing them with ample opportunity
to defend their point of view through active participation in the trial using procedural remedies.*

The adversarial principle is primarily implemented in the process of proof, i.e. establishing the
presence or absence of circumstances justifying the demands and objections of the parties, as well as
other circumstances relevant for the proper consideration and resolution of the case, i.e. associated
with the factual side of the case (resolving issues of fact).

Due to the onset of “adversarial action,” the parties convince the court of the correctness of each of
their cases by presenting evidence, citing facts and citing legal reasoning.

The principle of adversarialism is not so much the right of a participant to prove that he is right by
presenting his opinions and proving their credibility before the court, but rather:

- the right of each party to challenge any statement of its procedural opponent;

- the obligation of the parties to submit their evidence to the court in advance to ensure the right of
other participants to refute it

- prohibition for the court to decide the case in the absence of the party to whom the legal force of
the court decision will be extended;

- prohibition for the court to use in its decision arguments that are not used by the parties to assert
their legal position before the court;

- prohibition for the court to refer in its decision to the arguments of one of the parties, unknown to
the procedural opponent, who is thus deprived of the opportunity to challenge them;

- the right of a party absent during any procedural action taken by the court to appeal its results.®

In accordance with the adversarial form of civil proceedings, not only the presentation and
examination of evidence, but also all civil proceedings as a whole take place in the form of a dispute,
competition between the parties and other persons involved in the case.’

The principle of competition occupies a central place in the system of ensuring fair justice. The
constitutional consolidation of this principle largely predetermined its special role in the judicial

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process and its influence on the rules of legal proceedings. The main idea of the principle under
consideration is the parity of the burden of proof on the persons involved in the case. It instructs
participants in the process to defend their case by presenting evidence, participating in their research,
and also expressing their thoughts on any issues raised at the court hearing.

The principle of competition is proclaimed by Art. 6 of the Convention for the Protection of
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms of November 4, 1950. and is a fundamental element of the
right to a fair trial®. In Art. Article 6 states that everyone has the right to a fair trial. This formulation
includes many aspects of the due process of justice, namely the right of access to justice, the right to a
trial in the presence of the accused, freedom from compulsion to testify adversely to oneself, equality
of arms, adversarial nature of the trial and a reasoned judgment. Each party to the proceedings must
be guaranteed a reasonable opportunity to present its case in conditions that do not place it in a
substantially less favorable position in comparison with its opponent, the position of the parties in the
proceedings must be fairly balanced, as well as the fundamental opportunity for the parties, as in in
both criminal and civil cases, be informed of all evidence presented or observations recorded and
have the opportunity to comment on them. In this context, it is necessary to attach special importance
to the external attributes of the fair administration of justice? Any actions of the parties that meet their
substantive and (or) procedural interests should be considered a manifestation of adversarial behavior.
IN In the case of Van Orshoven v. Belgium, in which the plaintiff in disciplinary proceedings before
the Belgian courts did not have the opportunity to respond to written submissions made during the
hearing before the Attorney General, the Court concluded that there had been a violation of the right
to adversarial proceedings.® Thus, the European Court of Human Rights, in its decision of December
15, 2002 in the case “Cafiete de Goiii v. Spain™, declared the complaint of Mrs. Cafiete de Goiii
admissible on the basis of paragraph 1 of Art. 6 of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights
and Fundamental Freedoms due to the fact that the applicant did not receive a summons to court as an
interested party and the result of the trial adversely affected the interests of the applicant.

The adversarial principle means that the parties to the process have the right to familiarize
themselves with all the evidence and comments attached to the case, and to express their opinion in
connection with the specified evidence and comments (see, among other sources, court decisions
rendered in the following cases, taking into account the relevant amendments: “Vermeulen v.
Belgium”, “Niderdst-Huber v. Switzerland”>.

With the adoption of new civil procedural legislation in the Republic of Moldova, the adversarial
process is a process in which interested parties are active in protecting their rights and interests from
the beginning to the end of judicial activity. The materials necessary for the legal and fair resolution
of the case are formed by the parties and other persons participating in the case; The powers of the
court are to examine and evaluate evidence, subsequently apply rules and issue an enforcement act.®
What does the principle of competition include? In many civil procedural codes of foreign countries
there is no justification for the content of this principle.

In Art. 12 of the Civil Procedure Code of the Russian Federation stipulates that “justice in civil
cases is carried out on the basis of competition and equality of the parties™”.

According to Part (1) of Art. 10 of the Civil Procedure Code of Ukraine, “civil proceedings are
carried out on the basis of adversarial proceedings between the parties.”® In Art. 8 of the Civil

According to Part (1)
of Art. 10 of the Civil Procedure Code of the Kyrgyz Republic, “justice in civil cases is carried out on
the basis of adversarial and equal rights of the parties.”. From the above, it can be noted that this
principle is only proclaimed, and does not reveal its content. In such cases, the content of the principle
is revealed by scientists directly in comments to codes and in doctrines.

It should also be noted that there are a number of states in the Civil Procedure Code that do not
have the adversarial principle at all, in particular the Civil Procedure Code of the Republic of
Estonia®, the Civil Procedure Code of Turkmenistan, as well as the Civil Procedure Code of the
People’s Republic of China®.

Some Civil Procedure Codes directly establish the content of the adversarial principle: According
to Art. 9 of the Civil Procedure Code of the Azerbaijan Republic, “justice is carried out on the basis of
adversarial law, equality of parties and facts. A dispute in court cannot be considered without
summoning and interrogating the persons participating in the case. The parties involved in the case
are obliged to provide each other with information about the evidence, evidence and legal conclusions
on which they base their claims so that the other party can build its defense against them.”® In Art. 15
of the Civil Procedure Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan stipulates that “Civil proceedings are
carried out on the basis of adversarial and equal rights of the parties. The parties enjoy equal
procedural rights and bear equal procedural responsibilities. During civil proceedings, the parties
choose their position, methods and means of defending it independently and independently of the
court, other bodies and persons. The court is completely exempt from collecting evidence on its own
initiative in order to establish the factual circumstances of the case, however, upon a reasoned request
of the party, it assists it in obtaining the necessary materials in the manner prescribed by this Code.”’
In Art. 8 of the Bulgarian Civil Procedure Code states that “Every participant has the right to be heard
by the court before a decision that is important for his rights and interests. The parties state the facts
on which the request is made and provide evidence for them. The court provides the parties with the
opportunity to become familiar with the demands and arguments of the other side of the subject and
its movement and to express an opinion about them™, In accordance with Art. 10 of the Civil
Procedure Law of Latvia, “The parties exercise their procedural rights in the form of competition. The
competition takes place in the form of the parties giving explanations, providing evidence, statements
addressed to the court, participating in the interrogation of witnesses and experts, checking and
evaluating other evidence, participating in judicial debates and performing other procedural matters.

In our opinion, the content of this principle is most fully revealed by the Civil Procedure Code of
the Republic of Moldova in Art. 26: “adversarialism presupposes organizing the process in such a
way that the parties and other participants in the process have the opportunity to formulate, argue and
prove their position in the process, choose methods and means of defending it independently and
independently of the court, other bodies and persons, express their position on factual and legal issues
relevant to the case under consideration, and express their point of view on the initiatives of the

court”™.

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Historically, the civil process of foreign countries has moved from “pure” adversarialism to
strengthening the role of the court, which was endowed with the right to intervene in the competition
of the parties. However, the increasing role of the court is considered by foreign scientists as an
addition to the improvement of legal proceedings, and not as a contradiction to the adversarial
principle. Thus, this judgment allows us to conclude that modern civil process in foreign countries has
retained its adversarial nature.

In France, civil proceedings were considered adversarial. In 1965, the position of “case preparation
judge” was introduced, whose functions included: monitoring the development of the process, by
establishing appropriate deadlines for the parties to perform individual procedural actions; study of
the actual circumstances of the case'. As a result, the court becomes an active participant in the civil
process. The current French Code of Civil Procedure (CCP of France) has given the judge greater
powers in the trial and has significantly strengthened his role. The court may, at the request of a party,
request a document held by the other party or a third party, may, on its own initiative, order an
examination, etc. In addition, the unlimited powers of the court are provided for in collecting
evidence, where the court does not participate in the collection of evidence, however, if the
presentation of the necessary evidence is difficult for the parties and other persons participating in the
case, at their request, it assists in the collection and collection of evidence. then the French court has
the right, at its own discretion, to initiate any legal actions aimed at obtaining evidence. The French
Court of Cassation, in its interpretation of this article on June 3, 1998, gave the courts complete
freedom in collecting evidence: trial judges are not required to explain the reasons why they requested
evidence.

German courts have the broadest powers in collecting evidence?. In accordance with the original
version of the German Code of Civil Procedure of 1877 (German Civil Procedure Code), the process
was controlled primarily by the parties. Subsequently, their dominant position gradually weakened
and was replaced by the active role of the court. The modern German Civil Procedure Code contains
rules regulating the right of the court to oblige a party or a third party to provide documents and other
materials in their possession, to which one of the parties referred®, as well as official documents in
their possession that relate to the consideration and resolution of the case. In addition, activity is
manifested in the right of the court, on its own initiative, to interrogate a party regarding an
established fact, if the evidence available in the case is not sufficient to convince the court of its
presence or absence. Currently, changes are being made to German civil procedural legislation, the
purpose of which is to expand the powers of the court in civil proceedings.

Thus, we believe that the German civil process should be classified as investigative rather than
adversarial, however, some provisions of the law still give reason to consider it mixed.

Increasing the activity of the court in civil proceedings was one of the main tasks of recent reforms
in England, which until the early 80s of the last century remained a country where “pure” competition
dominated in justice: the process was conducted by the parties, the activity of the courts was minimal,
which gave rise to a number of defects process.* The reason for the revival of scientific discussion on
the problems of civil justice is the publication in July 1995 of Lord Woolf of the interim report on
problems of access to justice (the Interim Report on “Access to Justice”), which contained
conclusions and recommendations regarding the restructuring of the civil process. It was
recommended to transfer control over the progress of the case to the judge before the hearing, and not
leave this issue almost completely, as was previously, in the power and disposal of the parties.

The solution to the problem was the establishment in the Rules of Civil Procedure of 1998 of the
main goal of the proceedings — achieving justice, and the method of achieving this goal — judicial

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management of the process. As a result of these changes, responsibility for the administration of
justice is assigned to judges.

English lawyers note that these changes do not abolish the adversarial model; lawyers (advocates)
will continue to perform their functions, but within the limits regulated by the courts and subject to
certain conditions.

Similar changes can be observed in the doctrine and lawmaking not only of England, but also of
other common law countries. The increased activity of the court in the process of collecting evidence
is one of the trends in the development of civil proceedings in the Anglo-Saxon legal family*

In the United States, civil justice reform receives much attention both in the works of scientists and
in legislative work. In its current form, the civil justice system has been functioning since the mid-30s
of the last century, and many of its institutions are not effective enough in modern conditions?
Therefore, according to many lawyers, significant changes are needed.

One of the main directions of future reforms in the United States, many procedural scientists
indicate strengthening the position of the court, which is aimed at achieving the main goal of civil
proceedings - achieving objective truth. In US civil proceedings, the court has the right to provide, on
its own initiative, assistance to persons who independently represent their interests in the process. In
addition, at the stage of pre-trial disclosure of evidence, the court, on its own initiative, can limit the
amount of information disclosed, participates in direct or cross-examination of witnesses, and makes
decisions on issues that the parties did not submit for its consideration (issues of subject jurisdiction,
issues of determining the subject of the dispute)®

In the Republic of Moldova, the civil process is adversarial, implying the activity of the parties and
the passivity of the court. Its main task is to evaluate the evidence presented by the parties. The main
functions of the court in an adversarial process are also to manage the process, explain to the persons
participating in the case their rights and obligations, warn about the consequences of committing or
not committing certain actions, creating conditions for a comprehensive and complete examination of
evidence, establishing factual circumstances on the case, the correct application of the law when
considering and resolving the case. The court determines what circumstances are important for the
case, which party must prove them, and brings the circumstances up for discussion, even if the parties
did not refer to any of them. The court has the right to invite the parties to present additional evidence.
If it is difficult for the parties to provide the necessary evidence, the court, at their request, assists in
collecting and requesting evidence. Reducing the role of the court in collecting evidence in civil cases
does not at all mean reducing its role in civil proceedings in general. Everywhere, countries with an
investigative type of legal proceedings are increasingly gravitating towards an adversarial type of
process, which is accompanied by the activation of the parties. Moreover, the latter inevitably leads to
strengthening of the organizing principle of the court. The adversarial type of legal proceedings
focuses the process of proof on the final result — the ability to resolve the case (the standard of
“evidence”). In an adversarial process, persons participating in the case are given broad powers to
collect, present and examine evidence®. The court, on the contrary, with all its desire to help the party,
it can only offer to present evidence in the case, but cannot collect it itself, and also has no right to
oblige the party. Hence, the standard of proof in an adversarial process should depend on the
fulfillment of the obligation of proof by the parties: if the party proved the correctness of its position,
it means it won the case. The role of the court in conducting a truly adversarial process has now
increased and become more complex. During the trial, the court performs exclusively the function of
an arbitrator of the case, without expressing in advance during the entire process, including in the
judicial debates of the parties, its attitude to the outcome of the case. In this case, the court is not
bound by the arguments of the parties, is free to evaluate the collected evidence and is independent of

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any extraneous influences. The activities of the court to consider controversial issues are intended
exclusively for persons interested in resolving a legal dispute. This nature of it corresponds to the idea
that various subjects of legal relations themselves must show some concern about the fate of the
dispute and make every effort to defend their rights and legitimate interests.’

To summarize what has been said, it should be noted that the reform of civil procedural legislation
in the Republic of Moldova and in foreign countries has taken different paths. In foreign procedural
legislation, the emphasis was placed on strengthening the powers of the court when considering and
resolving a case. However, the system retained its adversarial principle and did not transform into an
investigative one; in a number of cases it became mixed. In the Republic of Moldova, the legislator
took the path of eradicating the investigative principle in the process, gradually reducing the powers
of the court and placing the responsibility for collecting evidence on the parties. This is due to the fact
that, on the one hand, the performance of investigative functions unusual for the court delayed the
process, and on the other hand, it turned the judge into an assistant to one of the parties, as a rule, the
plaintiff. All this excluded equal confrontation between the parties in civil proceedings. As a result, a
system of adversarial process was created, involving “limited” activity of the court and the parties,
characterized by its uniqueness and without analogues.

Al treilea nivel - recenzie de nivel ,,orb-unilateral” (single-blind — recenzentul stie despre autor,
autorul - nu);

Al patrulea nivel - recenzie de nivel ,,orb-dublu” (double-blind - atat recenzentul, cat si autorul,
nu stiu unul despre altul).

2. Fiecare articol stiintific necesita sa aiba recenzii:

»Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations” being a scientifico-
theoretical journal admits for publication articles in Moldovan (Romanian), Russian, English,
Spanish, French, German (optional author) languages, containing the results of original research,
designed in accordance with the ,,Requirements for the articles”.

An Editorial Board of the ,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International
Relations”, accept manuscript for publication corresponding to the edition profiles, no more than 20
pages, including figures and tables. The manuscript should contain only original material, performed
at a high academic level, reflecting the author's research results, completed no more than one year
before publication, and containing a clear element of creation of a new knowledge. The materials
which earlier were not published and have been not intended to the simultaneous publication in other
editions for printing are accepted. Articles are exposed to obligatory reviewing, in accordance with
the Appendix 3. For post-graduate students (competitors) the review of the supervisor of studies is
obligatory. We print only articles which have received only positive reviews.

The rules mentioned above apply to all the material sent to the journal for publication. The
Editorial Board has the right not to accept materials to the publication in a case of: a) non-compliance
of the paper with the requirements for its publication; b) plagiarism; c) inappropriate content of the
presented paper to the journal profiles.

In cases when the requirements are not respected the editorial board has the right not to
examine the manuscript. The editors reserve the right to reduce the volume of the article (if it is
necessary), exposing it to editorial revision, make editorial (which do not change the general sense)
changes in the author's original.

Technical requirements to registration of the manuscript for the publication:

Title of the article should not exceed three lines. The title should be given only in capital letters
(Times New Roman 16) and centred. Literary sources used in the paper should be submitted in one
list at the end (bibliography). Bibliographical list is presented after the text item in accordance with
the Appendix 2. Footnotes to the literature mentioned in the text are mandatory and must be prepared
in the bottom of the page in accordance with the Appendix 1. References to the foreign sources are
given in a foreign language and are followed in the case of translation into Romanian and Russian
indication of the translation. The numbering of the sources is given in the order mentioned in the text.
References to unpublished works are not permitted. The bibliography is given in alphabetic order
according to the first letter of authors surnames. Acronyms and abbreviations should be deciphered in
a place of the first mention in the text. In text presented in Romanian, English, French, German or
Spanish language, German inverted commas (,,pads”) should be used; in text presented in Russian
language the French inverted commas («fur-treesy) are used.

The document must be saved in MS Word, A 4 page format, page margins: top and bottom - 2 cm,
right - 1.5 cm, left - 3 cm Font - Times New Roman; font size - 12, line spacing - 1,5. Alignment on
width, a space at the left - 1,5.

about the reviewing of scientific articles in
sMoldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations”

1. Scientific papers received to the Editorial office of ,,Moldavian Journal of International Law
and International Relations”, pass through peer review process.

,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations” comprises a four-level
system of peer review articles:

1% level — reviewing by the editor (main editor peer review);

2" level — an open peer review (the author and the reviewer know each other) — a review is
submitted to the editor by the author;

3" level - one-sided i.e. ,,blind” peer review (single-blind - the reviewer knows the author, but the
author - doesn’t know the reviewer);

4" level — double-blind peer review (neither reviewer nor author know about each other).

2. Each scientific article must be accompanied by a review:

—  Open: 1% level — a review (conclusion) of the editor; 2™ level — a review of official reviewer,
specialist of appropriate scientific profile (doctorate or PhD);

—  Closed (blind): 3 level — a review done by a scientific editor or a member of the editorial
board; 4" level - a review done by the decision of the editorial board and only external.

3. All scientific articles, received by the Editorial Board of our journal are subject to mandatory
review by bilateral double-blind (,,double-blind” - the reviewer does not know who the author of the
article is, the author does not know who the reviewer is). This review is carried out by external
experts from the expert database of experts (reviewers), at the request of the Editorial Board.

4.  An editorial board, making the evaluation of reviews, draws attention to the relevance of the
scientific problem to be solved by the author. The Review should clearly describe the theoretical or
applied significance of the study; correlate the author's conclusions to existing scientific concepts. An
essential element of the review should be the assessment a personal contribution to the solution of the
issue by the reviewer. Correspondence to the style, logics and the availability of the narration to the
scientific nature of the material and obtaining of the conclusions about the reliability and validity of
the findings — are key aspects that must be noted in the review.

5. The issue about the received articles is considered after the obtaining of reviews, and then the
final decision, based on the evaluation of reviews about the publication or refusal to publish articles, is
made. On the basis of the decision the author (s) is sent a letter by e-mail or mail, which provides a
general assessment of the article and the decision. In the case of failure in the publication, the
reviewers remain anonymous.

6. The Editorial Board has the right to direct the article for additional external anonymous peer
review. Editor in Chief directs the reviewer a letter asking for peer review. The letter includes an
article and a recommended form of review.

7. The presence of positive reviews is not sufficient grounds for the publication of the article.
The final decision on advisability of publication is taken by the editorial board.

8. In cases when the article is composed by a significant proportion of criticisms that have been
made by the reviewer, as well as the overall positive recommendation, the Editorial Board can
attribute the material to the category of polemical material and print it in the manner of scientific
debate.

The Editorial Board of the scientific-theoretical and information-practical periodical publication
,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations* commits to the internationally
accepted principles of publication ethics expressed in the recommendations of the Committee on
Publication Ethics (COPE) ( http://publicationethics.org/about/quide ), Elsevier Publishing Ethics
Resource Kit (https://www.elsevier.com/editors/publishing-ethics ) and the Code of ethics and
professional deontology of the researchers and academic staff in the Republic of Moldova, approved
by the National Certification Board and  Acreditatare at  23.05. 2012.
(http://edu.asm.md/tc_userfiles/cod-etica.pdf ).

Key terms

Publication ethics is a system of professional conduct standards in relations between authors,
reviewers, editors, publishers and readers when creating, disseminating and using scientific
publications.

The Editor is a representative of the research journal or the publisher responsible for selecting and
preparing materials for publication and encouraging communication between authors and readers of
scientific papers.

The Author is a person or a group of persons (group of authors) who produce a manuscript that
contains the results of their scientific research.

The Reviewer is an expert acting on behalf of the research journal or the publisher and providing
scientific evaluation of authors’ works in order to consider their publishing.

The Publisher is a legal entity or a natural person responsible for publication.

The Reader is any person who has familiarized themselves with the published materials.

Plagiarism is a wrongful appropriation of another author’s scientific or artistic work, ideas,
discoveries or inventions. Plagiarism may be a violation of copyright law and patent law and, as such,
can entail legal liability.

The Code of Conduct for Editors-in-Chief and Publishers

Editors have the following general responsibilities:

1.1. Editor is bound to consider all materials of the manuscript submitted by Author. The final
responsibility for accepting or rejecting the manuscript (based on its relevance, integrity, and fitting
into the journal profile) without any personal and ideological favoritism or malice rests with Editor;

1.2. Editor should treat Author respectfully, regardless of their race, ethnicity, gender, sexual
orientation, religious beliefs, origin, citizenship, social status or political preferences of the author and
other subjective qualities;

1.3. Editor is obligated to observe the intellectual property rights of Authors by keeping in
confidentiality all data provided in the manuscript without using them for personal purposes or
transferring to the third parties;

1.4. Editor should exclude from publishing all plagiarized or falsified materials, as well as take
serious steps in case of redundancy and false attribution of authorship;

1.5. Editor ensures confidentiality and anonymity of the review process;

1.6. Editor should invite only highly professional specialists as Reviewers.

The Code of Conduct for Reviewers
Reviewing of the submitted manuscript should be based on the following major principles:
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2.1. Reviewer maintains confidentiality concerning the scientific inquiry of the manuscript, which
is intended to improve its quality and helps the editorial board to finalize their decision on publishing
the results of research;

2.2. Author/Co-author of the manuscript cannot act as Reviewer;

2.3. If Reviewer recognizes that either the manuscript is not related to their scholarly background
or the time allocated for review is not enough, it immediately sets the ground for refusal;

2.4. When reviewing the material submitted for publication, Reviewers are obligated to be
objective in their evaluation of the manuscript. All suggestions and judgements should be based on
the relevance, integrity, and originality of the results of research performed by Author. Any critical
statements of a subjective nature arising from personal attitudes to Author or other reasons are not
acceptable;

2.5. Reviewers should disclose all conflicts of interest that may arise;

2.6. Reviewer is not allowed to keep any copies of the manuscript or transfer the materials under
review to any other side. The manuscript cannot be used for personal research purposes prior to its
publication unless special permission is obtained from Author;

2.7. Reviewer ensures that the manuscript is coherently written and contains all references to the
cited or used works;

2.8. Reviewer should support their conclusions about the manuscript, thus ensuring that Author
and Editor understand the basis of all comments and judgements;

2.9. Reviewer should point out if the manuscript bears considerable similarities to the works
published earlier, i.e., report on plagiarism.

The Code of Conduct for Authors

Author is a person who has made a worthy contribution to the process of research or
interpretation of its results. Author submitting their manuscript for the purpose of publishing and
distribution in the scientific community should strive to comply with the following rules:

3.1. Authors should rely upon exceptionally accurate and actual data, as well as their unbiased
interpretation without permitting any false or fraudulent claims about the obtained results;

3.2. Authors are not allowed to submit the same manuscript to any other journal for publication, in
whole or in part, when it is being considered by Journal. In addition, they should not participate in
multiple and redundant publications, which is regarded as self-plagiarism;

3.3. All research funders, as well as other sources of support, should be clearly identified and listed
in the manuscript, including indication of the role of each contributing party;

3.4. Data obtained in the private talk or correspondence can be used only subject to prior written
approval from the person, who provided them;

3.5. Graphic or textual data from the works published by other authors should be indicated with
reference to the source, from which they were taken. Besides, all works published elsewhere and
covering similar issues, which influenced the research, should be given in the list of references;

3.6. If Authors discover significant errors and incorrect conclusions in their manuscripts, either
accepted for publishing or already published by Journal they should immediately inform Editor about
it in order to take appropriate steps, such as correction, disclamation, or retraction;

3.7. As Editor makes the final decision to publish the manuscript, Authors agree with the transfer
of the right to publish and distribute their published work (in print and electronic versions), as well as
with that the bibliographic data will be included in the science citation databases SCOPUS, Web of
Science and the full text will be freely available in the Scientific Electronic Library (elibrary.ru).
